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FORWARD

Starting in February 2019, the New Brunswick Economic and Social Inclusion
Corporation (ESIC), in collaboration with the Community Inclusion Networks (CINs) and
partners began a renewal process of the Economic and Social Inclusion Plan. The new
plan will be launched in 2020 and has been developed from the information gathered
during this public renewal and engagement process as well as on available research
and observed evidence.

Over the past ten years, New Brunswick’s multi-sector approach to economic and social
inclusion has been unique in Canada. Through a partnership between individuals with
lived experience of poverty, the non-profit sector, the business community and
government, help was provided to the people of New Brunswick to more fully participate
in society.

Overcoming Poverty Together (OPT)

Initiatives stemming from New Brunswick’s Economic and Social Inclusion Plan and the
Community Inclusion Networks (CIN’s) have significantly changed the lives of New
Brunswickers. Stories about how these initiatives have improved the quality of life for
participants are available on ESIC’s website. The first two Economic and Social
Inclusion Plans, OPT1 (2009 to 2014) and OPT2 (2014 to 2019) identified 50 action
items in total that needed to be addressed to reduce poverty in NB.

Some of highlights that have flowed from OPT to date include:

* A social assistance reform that brought all clients up to a minimum assistance
rate of $537 per month; made it possible for adult clients to reduce expenses by
sharing accommodations; and encouraged employment work by allowing
recipients to keep more of their employment income, among other advances.

» The introduction of the NB Drug Plan that provides coverage to New Brunswick
residents with a valid Medicare card who don’t have government or private
prescription drug insurance.

* The Healthy Smiles, Clear Vision program which provides vision and dental
services to children from low-income families.

» Development of a provincial transportation strategy and several community
transportation services across the province.
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* A series of increases to the minimum wage.
* A greater support to the school community breakfast programs.

« Various tax programs for low income and middle-class families for post-
secondary education, and daycare.

THE PUBLIC ENGAGEMENT PROCESS

From February to May 2019, a public engagement process was organized by the
Economic and Social Inclusion Corporation (ESIC), in collaboration with various
partners, to kick off renewal of the New Brunswick Economic and Social Inclusion Plan,
also known as Overcoming Poverty Together. The public engagement process looked
at the following questions:

What would have the greatest impact on reducing poverty for individuals in New
Brunswick?

How could citizens of New Brunswick further help reduce poverty?

How could non-profit organizations in New Brunswick further help reduce
poverty?

How could businesses in New Brunswick further help reduce poverty?

How could municipal and provincial governments in New Brunswick further help
reduce poverty?

The following activities were part of this engagement process, including:

An Online Questionnaire

Community Dialogues, which were local and regional meetings where New
residents came together to talk about the state of poverty in New Brunswick.

Sectorial Dialogues, which were regional meetings with invited key participants
where individuals from all sectors came together to talk about the state of poverty
in New Brunswick.

Focus Groups, which were small group discussions in which individuals with
lived experience shared their perspectives on poverty.

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Conclusion

Many people in New Brunswick are struggling to make ends meet. Many of these
people state that they need more income to be able to afford their basic needs such as
safe and adequate housing, healthy food, accessible transportation and quality child
care.

Individuals are calling on government and the private sector to step up and increase the
amount of income provided through wages and/or government transfers, so they can
better provide for themselves and their families.

New Brunswick individuals and families are looking for employers to improve wages and
working conditions, including providing full-time hours and employee benefits. Many
suggestions also have asked for better income support from government, including the
use of guaranteed annual income or increased income assistance rates, improved
access to affordable housing, transportation and childcare to improve the standard of
living for our province’s most vulnerable residents.

Finding and applying for government and community programs and services is difficult.
Across the province, people spoke about the difficulty they experience in finding
important information and navigating application processes to access the services they
need. People often don’t know what services are available and if they are eligible for
them. For many, discrimination is also said to be a major barrier resulting in feeling
excluded from society and continuing the cycle of poverty.

Participants also spoke about the ability of each person to make a difference by being a
good neighbour and sharing knowledge and skills. In doing so, we will all be part of
building strong and inclusive communities.

Poverty and social isolation are complex problems. We know that a one size fits all
approach will not work as we address poverty in New Brunswick. There are many
causes of poverty. In many cases it is the result of individuals having a difficult start in
life or not having full access to opportunities due to systemic barriers. Government has
a role to play in removing barriers and providing opportunities for vulnerable residents to
take steps on the road out of poverty and into social inclusion.

At the heart of Overcoming Poverty Together is the desire for every New Brunswicker to
be included and to have the opportunity to thrive. True economic and social inclusion
cannot be reached without addressing the needs of the most vulnerable and those who
are at risk of falling into poverty.

Overcoming Poverty Together 3: The New Brunswick Economic and Social Inclusion
Plan will be a roadmap for New Brunswick to move towards economic and social
inclusion for all.

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This collaborative approach requires alignment of all sectors at the local, regional and
provincial level. Just as this plan will be collaborative, it will also be inclusive. It will

embrace diversity, recognizing that the voice of each one of us is important and must be
heard.

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AVANT-PROPOS

En février 2019, la Société d’inclusion économique et sociale (SIES) du Nouveau-
Brunswick, en collaboration avec les réseaux d’inclusion communautaire (RIC) et des
partenaires, a enclenché un nouveau processus de renouvellement du plan d’inclusion
economique et sociale. Ce nouveau plan sera inauguré en 2020 et a été élaboré a partir
des renseignements recueillis dans le cadre du processus de renouvellement et
d’engagement du public, ainsi que des recherches disponibles et des données
probantes observées.

Au cours des dix dernieres années, le Nouveau-Brunswick a adopté une approche
multisectorielle unique au Canada en matiére d’inclusion économique et sociale. Au
moyen d’un partenariat entre les personnes ayant connu la pauvreté, le secteur sans
but lucratif, le milieu des affaires et le gouvernement, on a offert une aide aux citoyens
du Nouveau-Brunswick pour leur permettre de participer pleinement a la société.

Ensemble pour vaincre la pauvreté (EVP)

Les initiatives découlant du Plan d’inclusion économique et sociale du Nouveau-
Brunswick et des réseaux d’inclusion communautaire (RIC) ont considérablement
changé la vie des Néo-Brunswickois. Des histoires illustrant la maniére dont ces
initiatives ont amélioré la qualité de vie des participants sont présentées sur le site Web
de la SIES. Les deux premiers plans d’inclusion économique et sociale, EVP1 (de 2009
a 2014) et EVP2 (de 2014 a 2019), cernaient au total 50 actions prioritaires qui devaient
étre prises pour réduire la pauvreté au Nouveau-Brunswick.

Better child care, hours are terrible 9-5 only even if it
is paid for by government. You shouldn’t have to trust a random person
day care in the evening. Could get off income assistance with help with
kids. Dental care isn’t covered under medicare which is ridiculous.
Need all four wisdom teeth out but for some reason it isn’t covered. Do
it in a hospital and only the anesthesia is covered. 1500$ is what is cost
roughly. Trauma to child with autism teeth costs like 8003$. Dental care
is like the states and unless you have money you are denied care. They
call it elective but it isn’t. They are asking for pain relief or to not have
your teeth destroyed not for cosmetic procedures. This is emergency
care. They don’t fix teeth, they just removed teeth. Not consistent in
terms of what gets covered. Should have people go to rental units that
people are being forced to live in because of assistance are not livable,
disgusting living conditions and not safe. In 31 years nothing gets fixed
and nothing gets done in housing.

Hard to find
something similar in Saint John. Maybe at Carleton Community
Centre. After all their bills are paid now they have 300$ left so that’s
enough to live on. Prosthetic leg only funded by himself and went
through war amps. They covered the cost but as an adult prosthetics
which are so expensive aren’t covered as far as he knows. The one he
has is 25-35000 dollars and if he was 18 then war amps wouldn’t have
covered. Hospital might pay for it? Insurance companies and health
companies charge way too much for a prosthetic like 25000 is crazy.
Free markets in healthcare is not the way to do it. No regulation on
medications and their pricing. 5 dollar medication for 800$? Diabetics
have to buy their own needles but those who are in addictions have
their needles for free. They have to pay for strips 100 bucks a box
which isn’t even a month’s worth. Inflation is an issue because social
assistance doesn’t go up. Obesity issues are ignored, how to get out of
obesity? There are no services to help these people. Accessing food
services doesn’t provide you the right nutrition, healthy affordable

food. Can only access food bank once a month. Preventative programs
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are way cheaper than fixing the issues that come from things like
obesity. Obesity that runs in a family has no help. Moved from Nova
Scotia and transferring from assistance there to assistance in New
Brunswick was so difficult. Changing address and such on an ID is
insane, costs hundreds of dollars. Needed family supports in order to
change your address. Transfer to elsewhere is so much easier but to
New Brunswick is like impossible. They need to ease up regulations.

1. Build compassion and support for essential government policy
changes that are needed to tackle poverty by educating citizens,
businesses and government workers at all levels on the challenges
facing people living in poverty, the myths of poverty, and basic human
rights, in effect, Poverty 101 and UW Living on the Edge training.

2. Building upon this new awareness, implement Basic Annual Income
Plan to distribute wealth. Eliminate policies that promote punishment,
like requiring people to exhaust all financial resources when applying
for 1A, thereby crippling their ability to escape poverty in future.

3. Adopt policies that recognize basic human rights for food, shelter,
education, and inclusion and free it from economic systems thinking.

Most
all in the group had medical conditions or had family members who
required regular medication which can run into the hundreds of dollars
each month.

All reported that medical costs were impeding their ability to eat
healthier food. For one participant it meant that she is only able to
afford Minute Rice and frozen vegetables. Many reported that meat is a

luxury.
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Improve reporting processes so that you do not have to give such
extensive information each and every time you interface with
government agencies. Is intrusive, abusive and feel like you are being
treated like you are not to be trusted.

Everything is a fight and still, you cannot get by on what is being
offered for support.

Improve amount and type of food available from food banks. Can only
access once a month. And perishable items, while good, only last a
short time.
