1 The heading “VILLAGE OF LAC BAKER” preced-
ing section 71 of New Brunswick Regulation 85-6 under
the Municipalities Act is repealed and the following is
substituted:

LAC BAKER

2 Section 71 of the Regulation is repealed and the fol-
lowing is substituted:

71(1) The village called Village of Lac Baker is contin-
ued and the name of the village is Lac Baker.

71(2) A portion of the local service district of the parish
of Lac Baker is annexed to Lac Baker and the new territo-
rial limits of Lac Baker are as follows:

Beginning at the western corner of the lot with NB
PID #35017029, the said corner being also a point on
the provincial boundary between the provinces of New
Brunswick and Quebec, and also the northern corner of
the lot with NB PID #35020486; thence southeasterly
along the northeastern boundary of the said lot to a
point on the northwestern right-of-way of Route 215;
thence southeasterly along a straight line, crossing the
said right-of-way, to the point of intersection of the
southeastern right-of-way of Route 215 and the north-
eastern right-of-way of a Crown reserved road; thence
southeasterly along the said northeastern right-of-way,
crossing the rights-of-way of T. Nadeau Road, Belle-
vue Street and A. Nadeau Road, to the western corner

71(2) Une partie du district de services locaux de la pa-
roisse de Lac Baker est annexée a Lac Baker et les nou-
velles limites territoriales de Lac Baker sont les
suivantes :

Partant de 1’angle ouest du lot portant le NID
NB 35017029, ledit angle étant aussi un point situé sur
la limite provinciale entre le Nouveau-Brunswick et le
Québec, et de I’angle nord du lot portant le NID
NB 35020486; de 1a, en direction sud-est, le long de la
limite nord-est dudit lot, jusqu’a un point situé sur
I’emprise nord-ouest de la route 215; de 1a, en direction
sud-est, suivant une ligne droite et traversant ladite em-
prise, jusqu’au point ou I’emprise sud-est de la
route 215 croise I’emprise nord-est d’un chemin ré-
servé de la Couronne; de 1a, en direction sud-est, le
long de ladite emprise nord-est, traversant les emprises
du chemin T. Nadeau, de la rue Bellevue et du

dian National Railway; thence northwesterly along the
said right-of-way, crossing the rights-of-way of Ouel-
lette Road and Soucy Road, to a point on the northwest-
ern boundary of the lot with NB PID #35016518;
thence northeasterly along the said boundary, crossing
the said right-of-way and the right-of-way of Soucy
Road to the northern corner of the said lot; thence
southeasterly along the northeastern boundary of the
northeastern portion of the said lot and the northeastern
boundary of the lot with NB PID #35020379 to the
western corner of the western portion of the lot with
NB PID #35024470, the said corner being also a point
on the parish line between the parishes of Baker Brook
and Lac Baker; thence northeasterly along the said par-
ish line and continuing along the said parish line to a
point on the provincial boundary between the prov-
inces of New Brunswick and Quebec; thence south-
westerly along the said provincial boundary to the
place of beginning, including the islands of Lac Baker
and Lac Caron.

71(3) The effective date of the annexation is March 17,
2008.

71(4) The inhabitants of the area referred to in subsec-
tion (2) are the inhabitants of Lac Baker.
