POLICY GUIDELINES 
 
Police investigating a case or seeking evidence for trial require a search warrant to view or seize any personal 
effects, recording and or communications 

PROCEDURE 

A receipt will be obtained from the police officer indicating time, date, articles, or items seized and signature of the 
officer requesting said articles. The original receipt will be maintained on the clients file, for client personal effects 
seized. The Superintendent will maintain the receipt for any Institutional items seized.
